DRESS CODE 
The goal of the School of Automotive Machinists is to prepare its students to accept a responsible and professional  
position in the automotive industry. In addition to technical competence, the potential employer will be highly concerned  
with finding positive attitudes in regards to appearance, dependability, attendance, a good work ethic, and, of course, safety.   
To this end, the School of Automotive Machinists has adopted the following dress code for safety and appearance reasons.   
Failure to abide by this standard may result in a student being asked to leave.  The time missed will be considered an  
unexcused absence. 

 
SHIRTS:  SAM uniform shirts must be worn at all times while at school.  Shirts must be tucked in. 

 
PANTS:   All students must wear either blue jeans, cords, or dress slacks.  Shorts, military pants or athletic apparel  

are not acceptable. 
 

SHOES:  Hard leather shoes or boots must be worn at all times while in school. 
 

CAPS:   Baseball caps are the only hats that can be worn at school.  Caps other than those issued by School of  
Automotive Machinists must be approved by the administration.
